RETURN JOURNEY DETAILS

 
Returning from Fonadhoo to Kadhdhoo:
Ms. Wadheefaa Hassan (7782178) will book your taxi for 10am on the 4th August. Start your journey around this time as your flight is at 1220 Hrs on 4th August.  
 
Returning from Gan to Kadhdhoo:
Mr. Khalid Abdullah (9858512) will book your taxi for 7.30pm on the 4th August. Start your journey around this time as your flight is at 2210 Hrs on 4th August. 
 
Returning from Isdhoo, Isdhookalaidhoo  and Maabaidhoo to Kadhdhoo:
MTCC launch has been booked to start from Isdhookalaidhoo at 3.30pm. NB. Volunteers in Isdhoo will have to travel by taxi to Isdhookalaidhoo in advance to catch the 3.30pm MTCC launch (leave Isdhoo by taxi between 2.45pm - 3pm). From Isdhookalaidhoo, the lauch will then go to Maabaidhoo to pick the volunteers there (be available at the jetty around 3.40 pm 4th August). The launch will then travel to Kadhdhoo jetty. Your flight is at 2210 Hrs. The launch will then travel to Maavah.
 
Returning from  Maavah  and Maamendhoo to Kadhdhoo:
I was told that the lauch will reach Maavah between 4pm and 4.30pm (4th of August). Please make sure you are all at the jetty by this time. The launch will then go to Maamendho to pick the volunteers there (be available at the jetty around 4.15pm 4th August). It will then travel straight to Kadhdhoo jetty. Your flight is at 2210 Hrs.

NB: The volunteers coming from Isdhoo, Ishookalaidhoo, Maabaidhoo, Maavah and Maamendhoo will arrive early to the airport. The launch does not operate after 6pm. Kadhoo airport has a reasonable waiting area and a restaurant. So, share your jokes and thoughts until your flight is due. GAN GET-TOGETHER (July 26/27 holiday break)

MTCC operates a ferry service in L. Atoll. Transport to "Gan get together" is arranged via part ferry and part hired.
 


People from Isdhoo, Isdhookalaidhoo and Maabaidhoo
On 25th Wednesday there is a Ferry leaving Isdhookalaidhoo at 5.10pm. Eight volunteers are booked on this one. Volunteers from Isdhoo finishes teaching at 16.20pm. So get a taxi and travel to Isdhookalaidhoo to catch the 5.10pm ferry. The ferry will reach Maabaidhoo around 5.20pm (be available at jetty around 5. 10pm). Unlike hired launches, the ferry will not wait if you are not at the jetty. The ferry's final desitnation is Gan (Thundi). You must get off here!
 
People from Maavah and Maamendhoo
On 26th Thursday there is a Ferry leaving Maavah at 8.55am. Five volunteers are booked on this one. From Mavah the ferry will reach Maamendhoo around 9. 12am (be available at jetty around 9am). Once again, the ferry will not wait if you are not at the jetty. The ferry's final destination is Kadhdhoo NOT Gan (Thundi). You will need to get a taxi (MRF 50-100) from there to go to Gan. We will inform you the meeting place in Gan.
 
People from Fonadhoo
Haidar, please arrange a taxi via Wadheefaa to travel to Gan on 26th Morning around 8.45am. If your timing is correct, you can intersect the people coming from Maavah and Maamendhoo in Kadhdhoo! It is upto you whether you wish to do that or not.
 
The accomodation for 25th (for people coming from Isdhookalaidhoo end) and 26th (for all not oringially in Gan) are being sorted out. I believe Sama will host some and I am still working on this. You will all be in Gan from 26th 10am untill you dispatch again on the 27th!
 
The journey back to islands is from Thundi (MTCC hired launch) which will start at 3.30pm on the 27th July. Mr. Ali Daaood will make a trip to Isdhookalaidhoo end  stopping in Maabaidhoo and another trip to Maavah end stopping in Maamendhoo.
 
The people to Fonadhoo have to book a taxi. Please leave around 3.30pm on the 27th.
